Energy Efficiency Endorsement Labels for Color TVs Established in China

A reporter learnt recently that the China Certification Center for Energy Conservation Products (CECP) has completed the preparation for color TV energy efficiency endorsement labels. Haier color TVs were the first to obtain the endorsement label.

CECP’s technical specifications for the color TV’s endorsement label is 3-watt energy consumption in standby or “off” modes. This is a common TV standard in many developed countries. The national endorsement label, which is in line with international standards, is a milestone for China’s standards and labels. Developed countries, which are extremely strict on energy efficiency standards for color TVs (including standby power), refuse to import TVs that are not energy efficient in the standby mode.
